all helped to improve learners’ focus.

such as quiz, poll, padlet wall, word wall, to name a few were used to
create an interactive classroom buzzing with activity—all virtually.

Overall e Students of Standard XIl were welcomed back to school in the first week
Feedback January 2021 after winter vacation to write their Pre-board
examinations.
e The students of Standard X and Xll attended the physical school
altogether for 45 days.
e Practicals were conducted for Standard XlI students from third week of
January 2021 and students recorded all observations.
e Standard X students wrote their Offline Pre-board examinations in the
third week of January 2021.
e Remedial classes were undertaken for Standard X students in the month
of February in Mathematics, Science and Social Studies and students
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showed great improvement in the Third Pre-board exam.

e Parents and students of Standard X and Xll were called to school
following staggered dates and timings for signing the LOC (List of
Candidates) after verification of all information of the candidates
appearing for the Board Examination.

e The PTM for the offline Pre-board of Standard X and XII was conducted
offline wherein parents reported following staggered timings and
maintained all protocols.

e Remedial classes were undertaken for Standard Xll students in the
month of February and they showed great improvement in the Third Pre-
board exam.

e Students were able to comprehend better in the Physical ambience of
the classroom and all practice work helped them perform better.

e Standard XlI students completed their board projects and all correction
work was completed in the month of February and March 2021.

e Viva practice for Practical subjects for CBSE Board Practicals was also
given during the remedial classes for Standard XII.

e CBSE Board Practicals were conducted from April 2021 onwards for
subjects of Biology, Physics , Sociology , Chemistry and Psychology .
